Chemical Reaction

Regional Chemical Club Creates Immutable Support for UNC Charlotte’s Emerging Chemists

By its very definition, chemistry is the study of the reactivity of substances.

Chemists are driven to discover how materials are changed through the
chemical reaction process. As a chemical engineer, Jim McKernan not only
understands those reactions; he also knows how simple ideas often bring
people together for remarkable change.

McKernan’s legacy at UNC Charlotte began in 1985, when he served as
president of the Carolina Chemical Club, which consists of chemical
industry professionals throughout the greater Charlotte and upstate South
Carolina region who meet regularly for business luncheon and social
gatherings. As the board members met to plan their annual holiday party
that year, McKernan suggested that the money be used for scholarships
instead.

The members agreed, donating $500 to support one chemistry scholar-
ship at UNC Charlotte. During the following 22 years, the club’s scholarship
has increased to $4,000 per year. Now known as the McKernan Research
Scholarship Awards in honor of McKernan'’s leadership, the group presents
$1,000 each to two undergraduate and two graduate chemistry students
during the organization’s annual campus luncheon each spring.

McKernan credits the club’s members for the successful growth of the
scholarship fund. “Even though I started the idea, a couple of our active
members are the ones who really jumped on the idea and sold it to the
others,” he said. “We’ve always considered ourselves as a responsible
group, and our members have taken that mission to heart. This is the best
thing we do all year because it’s not just education; we're helping someone
become educated in our field.”

The club’s members have
certainly helped educate future
generations of chemistry profes-
sionals. Thus far, 75 UNC Charlotte
students and alumni have received
scholarship awards. All recipients
are listed annually in the spring
scholarship luncheon program,
including their post-graduate
accomplishments. A plaque listing
those recipients is also featured in
the Department of Chemistry.

McKernan says that enthusiasm —
both on the part of the Carolina
Chemical Club’s members and the
student recipients — has been the
biggest highlight of the annual award. “Our members have certainly done
their part to contribute to this fund and keep it going for so long,” he said,
“but getting to meet the recipients each year and hear them talk about what
they’re studying, what they’re working on, what they’re excited about, has
been one of the biggest joys for those of us involved.

“However, our greatest delight comes in knowing these students are
most thankful for the assistance we’ve given them in their education,”
McKernan said. “That makes all the difference to us.”
